A Safe Neighborhood

The neighborhood business and residential organizations work with the NSI (Neighborhood Security Initiative) to
keep employees, residents and visitors safe in the Central West End. The NSI provides a number of safety programs
including the management of more than 90 security cameras, and thousands of security patrols. As with any urban
area across the country, it makes sense to think safe. Lock your vehicles, be aware of your surroundings and let
someone know if something seems suspicious.
